Course Description:

Students will use the geometric skills and ideas introduced earlier, such as congruence and similarity, to solve a wide variety of problems.  There is an emphasis on clear language (e.g. for postulates, definitions and theorems) and on learning to construct geometric proofs.  In this process, students build geometric intuition and facility at deductive reasoning.  They use elements of logic and reasoning, including both direct and indirect proof.  They begin to use new techniques, including transformations and apply these ideas to solve problems.
